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“Metamorphosis:  The Magic of Glass” Show
Oxford Community Art Center, December 9, 2011 – February 3, 2012

The Oxford Community Art Center (10 S. College Avenue, Oxford, OH, USA, www.oxarts.org) is seeking glass art from local, regional, national and international glass artists for this show “Metamorphosis: The Magic of Glass.”  The intent of this show is to explore the breadth and width of the variety of forms glass as a medium takes on in final form.  Artists working in the following glass formats are welcome to submit work for this juried show:

· Blown glass

· Torch worked glass

· Kiln formed glass

· Cast glass

· Stained glass (both Tiffany and Lead style)

· Enameling

· Mosaic with glass elements as primary focus

The Oxford Community Art Center is a not for profit art center which serves the Oxford community with regular art gallery shows, theater productions, concerts, ballroom dance lessons, children’s after school and summer education programs, artist studios, and a summer gardening program.  It is housed in the historic building which used to be the Oxford College for Women and has undergone extensive renovation.  Please keep in mind that this is a facility where artwork is viewed by people of all ages so your artwork should be appropriate for all viewers. The exhibition committee reserves the right to choose whether artwork is appropriate for our audience.

There is no submission fee.  Artist’s must provide the following and be able to commit to delivery of artwork following these guidelines in order to be considered:

ON CD ROM
· Not less than 2 and no more than 5 digital photographs of work that are representational of what will actually be submitted for the show if chosen (CD will NOT be returned!)  The photographs MUST be in .jpg format, must be saved at a minimum of 300 dpi, and must not exceed 1 MB per photo.  Photographs must be labeled glassformat_last name_title of work, for example, “stained_pinto_saints”, or “blown_michaels_largebluevessel”, et cetera.  
· Digital Microsoft Word or PDF format of the Entry Form must be accurately and completely filled out in order to be considered.  Please write or type legibly.
· Photo list that includes thumbnails of each photo that are not smaller than 2” x 2” and no larger than 3” x 3” with information next to each photo corresponding detailing the medium and methodology for creation, with title of pieces.
HARD COPY 

· Completed Entry Form of the two works you actually intend to send to the show if accepted.

· Copy of the photo list.  
DEADLINE:  All packets should be submittal with an arrival date (not postmark date) of October 10, 2011.

All artwork designs should be original to the artist.  Artist will not include items, images, designs, or other details which are held in copyright by someone else unless the artist includes in writing express written permission by the copyright holder to display such images.

The work for the show will be juried by Stephanie Zing, Fused and Stained Glass artist--member of Glass Art Society and curator; Chrissy Collopy, artist and curator, OCAC; Nellie Bly Cogan, blown glass and textile artist—member of Glass Art Society; and Caroline Croswell, Executive Director OCAC.  Other jurists may be added as needed and to be determined.  
NOTIFICATION:  Artists will be notified by email by October 30, 2011 if their work has been accepted to the show with a written acceptance to follow.  Artists accepted to the show may submit up to two (2) works of art for the show.  Submitted artwork must be similar to the work submitted on the CD ROM.  All artwork should be of a high quality.  There is limited wall space and a weight limitation for hanging artwork so any artwork which requires hanging MUST weigh less than 50 pounds total and should include hanging mechanisms for hanging with fish line wire.  We will not attach items to ceilings, pipes or directly into walls.  We have pedestals for artwork and space for art that either lays flat on the floor or which is attached to display stands.  Artists MUST provide already assembled display stands or set up the display stands using their own tools when the work is brought to the center. Artist must provide detailed instructions, diagrams or any other necessary information for the display of artwork on artist provided display stands.  Artists who provide their own display stands must also be willing to retrieve them if they require disassembly.
DELIVERY OF ARTWORK:  Artists will need to deliver or arrange for artwork to be delivered in person or via shipment to the center between the hours of 10 a.m. and 4 p.m. Tuesday through Thursday, November 29 through December 1st.  Artwork received after this will not be accepted for the show.  Artist’s MUST include a signed and dated insurance statement and agreement which will be provided upon acceptance to the show.
PICK UP OF ARTWORK:  Local artists may pick up artwork starting Tuesday, February 7, 2012 between the hours of 10 a.m. and 4 p.m. and all artwork MUST be picked up by Thursday, February 9, 2012.  Artist’s who are not planning to pick up their artwork must provide materials for packing and shipping items as well as making arrangement with OCAC for the shipping, handling and insurance costs of shipping items prior to leaving their artwork at the center.
TAX DEDUCTIBLE DONATION:  Artists may opt, in lieu of picking up or shipping unsold artwork, to donate the artworks to the Oxford Community Art Center for the 2012 Gala Art Auction as a tax-deductible non-profit donation.  Artists wishing to do this must complete the attached Art Donation form.  OCAC is a not-for-profit organization.
SHOW DATES:  The show dates are December 9, 2011 through February 3, 2012 in the Oxford Community Center, 10 S. College Avenue, Oxford, Ohio 45056.  Participants are welcome and encouraged to attend the opening of the show which will be held Friday, December 9, 2011 from 5 p.m. to 9 p.m.  Please indicate on your Entry Form whether or not you plan to attend the show Opening Reception so that we may meet and greet you.
